Jeanne Farewell has performed in the United States,
Europe, and the Far East. Her performances in the U.S. have
included the Yale Center for British Art, Harvard Musical
Association, Steinway Hall, the American Landmark Festivals
and other venues in New York, Boston, San Francisco,
Washington D.C., and many concert series in the northeast.

Abroad, she has been solo recitalist in London’s Wigmore Hall
and the Royal Festival Hall complex, and in Scotand’s
University of Edinburgh and in Glasgow.

She has given solo recitals in China at the Shanghai
Conservatory of Music, Beijing Conservatory of Music,
and the Shanghai Concert Hall.
