Mr. Ross is an active freelance performer in The Pioneer Valley of MA,  

and throughout New England.  He received his Bachelor of Music with 

High Honors at Binghamton University.  Sheldon has completed additional 

studies at Ithaca College School of Music, and graduate studies at UMass- 

Amherst. He has extensive credits in equity musical theatre perfor-

mance, including @ Goodspeed Opera House, Ogunquit Playhouse,  

Maine State Music Theater, Barrington Stage, Lyric Stage of Boston,  

Greater Boston Stage Company, Wheelock Theater of Boston Universi-

ty . He appears on the CD recordings, “So Kaye” The Songs of Danny Kaye, 

(John O’Neil &amp; The Jim Rice Quintet) and with the band “Paris” on 

their “Soaring” album.  Sheldon has had multiple guest soloist appearanc-

es with The Holyoke Civic Orchestra, Sheldon is a certified music educator, 

having held positions in public and private schools as Director of Instru-

mental Music, as Brass Faculty at Community Music Schools and at Trum-

pet Faculty in Summer Music Camps.  Sheldon is currently a trumpet fac-

ulty member at The Northampton Community Music Center. In addition to 

The Fanfare Quintet, he is a member of the Clarion Brass Quintet, and 

Principal Trumpet for The Keene Chamber Orchestra.

Mr. Brozek got his instrumental start at the age of 9, taking trumpet les-

sons from his father.  After graduating from high school, he attended 

Northwestern University in Evanston, IL, where he received his Bachelor of 

Music Education and Music Performance, and Master of Music Perfor-

mance degrees.  While at Northwestern, he performed in the Northwest-

ern University Symphonic Wind Ensemble, Symphony Orchestra, Brass En-

semble, and was a member of the Wildcat Marching Band.  Joe has stud-

ied the trumpet with David Bilger (Philadelphia Orchestra), Thomas Rolfs 

(Boston Symphony), Michael Sachs (Cleveland Orchestra), Micah Wil-

kinson (Pittsburgh Symphony), Robert Sullivan (Cincinnati Symphony), 

and Channing Philbrick (Lyric Opera of Chicago).  Joe performs often as 

Principal Trumpet with The Valley Winds has been a regular sub with the 

Chautauqua Symphony Orchestra and Chautauqua Opera since 2019.  His 

festival appearances include the Chautauqua Music Festival and Boston 

University Tanglewood Institute. Joe is currently the Instrumental Director 

at Tantasqua Junior High School where he conducts the 7th and 8th

Mr. Sporny is Professor Emeritus of the University of Massachusetts-

Amherst where he taught trombone, conducted the Chapel Jazz Ensemble, 

and was a member of the faculty brass quintet. He performed with The 

American Wind Symphony, Chicago Little Symphony, the Springfield and 

Hartford Symphonies, Festival Orchestra in Santa Domingo, Opera North 

Orchestra, and as a member of The Silk Road Ensemble performing with  

Yo Yo Ma. He has appeared with The Tonight Show Band, Tommy Dorsey 

Orchestra, Dave Brubeck, JJ Johnson, and Max Roach, and is the founder 

and director of The Amherst Jazz Orchestra. Sporny has recorded 12  

albums and 16 CD’s for RCA, Brownstone, Seabreeze, Jazz Masters, and 

Original Cast Recordings. He is a voting member of the National Academy  

of Recording Arts and Sciences. 

 

 

Gary Sienkiewicz, Tuba 
 

Mr. Sienkiewicz is a native of Northampton Massachusetts and holds a 

Master of Music degree from Yale University. He is principal tubist with the 

Eastern Connecticut Symphony Orchestra and has also played with many 

orchestras throughout New England including the New Haven Symphony, 

Hartford and Springfield Symphonies, the Rhode Island Philharmonic, the 

Vermont and Waterbury Symphonies and the United States Coast Guard 

Band. He has also recorded three compact discs with the Albany Symphony 

Orchestra and has shared the stage with such stars as Ray Charles, Dave 

Brubeck, Doc Severinson, Judy Collins and The Who. Mr. Sienkiewicz has 

been teaching at the University of Connecticut since 1990 and teaches at 

Smith College.  He has also taught at the College of Saint Rose, Mount Ho-

lyoke College, the University of Massachusetts and Deerfield Academy.
